	For the learners:

3. Since letters represent sounds, the learners must be taught to think of words as having both meaning and sound.

4. Learn to read Initial blends (bl, cl, fl, gl, pl, sl, sm, sn, st, sw, br, gr, st, st, str), Vowel digraph (ee, ea), Long oo, Short oo and R-controlled (or, ar).

	For the teachers:

1. Do not ask learners to memorize phonics rules.

Reading is the goal. Show learners how to use rules to read.

2. Focus on accuracy, not speed.

3. Instruct learners in such a way that leads to quick and automatic word recognition.
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
